Haggai 2:23 - “I will make you like a signet ring”

1) Read 2:20-23 What does this section mean?

2) What was a signet ring? What was it for?

What do we use nowadays to achieve the same purpose?

3) You may want to divide and conquer for this next section:
- Group A: look up ‘signet ring’ in a concordance, or on Bible Gateway or your preferred Bible
app. Where else does it appear and what does it signify there?

How does that help us understand what it means for God to make Zerubbabel like [his]
signet ring?

- Group B: look up Zerubbabel in a concordance or on Bible Gateway or your preferred Bible
app. Fill in his family tree on the next sheet. (Note: There is a genealogy in 1 Chronicles, but
it uses different names for people than the rest of the Bible, you’ll find it easier not to get
distracted by that!)

- Together: Pool your knowledge. Look at Jeremiah 22:24-30. The person mentioned here is
also the person in 2 Kings 4:6, given a different name.

4) How do these bits of knowledge work together? What are you discovering?
